Why Perennials?



Abbreviations
S = sun = 6 hours

PS = part sun = 2 -6 hours sun or lightly 

shaded all day

SH = shade = less than 2 hours sun
ééééééé

VLW = very little water = rain water only

LW = low water, every 3 -4 weeks if no rain

M W= medium, every 2 -3 weeks if no rain
ééééééé

E = evergreen

SE = semi -evergreen = drops some leaves

D = deciduous = leaves drop in fall
